Dear Head Teacher and Head of Physical Education 
October 2009’s Wycombe Phoenix Harriers Schools Cross Country Races

Summer has just arrived and we are already planning the next Wycombe Phoenix School’s Cross Country Races.  The purpose of this letter is to invite your school to enter and to advise you of the date so your school can place it in the school diary ready for next term.  The 2009 cross country races will be held on Saturday 17th October in Hughenden Park.  
Following the success of last year’s races we will be making some changes to the event.  These changes are to the day’s race programme and in how to enter.
Changes to the race programme

Last year we had a record number of Year 5 and Year 6 athletes.  To accommodate the same numbers in 2009 we will be running separate races for Year 5 and separate races for Year 6 athletes.  So the race programme will include two extra races.  More details will be posted on the Wycombe Phoenix Harriers website in September.

How to enter and find out more information about the races  

To help manage the entries to ensure the races run smoothly, to take advantage of the clubs new website, and to reduce paper and costs we are introducing new arrangements for the school entries. In this technological age – the entry forms and full race details will be posted on the Wycombe Phoenix Harriers website in early September.  The website address is www.wycombephoenix.org .  Entry forms will be available from the “Events” section of the club’s website.  Schools wishing to enter athletes will need to download the entry form, complete it electronically and post it back to the Wycombe Phoenix Harriers e-mail address.   As we are expecting a high number of entries for the Year 5 & 6 races, a close date will be imposed.  Entries will be free but school entries for Year 5 & 6 races will not be accepted on race day.
We will not be sending a follow up reminder letter to schools – instead if your school would like to enter athletes, please visit our website in early September for all the details and forms.
